The Beatles performed "Baby It's You" as part of their stage act from 1961 until 1963. It was the only Burt Bacharach
song the group covered. They recorded it on February 11, 1963 for their alboum Please Please Me along with "Boys",
another Shirelles song. Capitol included it on The Early Beatles. John sings lead - George and Paul sing background.
